3. Terms and Conditions of the granUfunding:

GEC MODASA would be provided a total financial support in the form of Grant-
in-aid of Rs. 40 Lakh (Rupees Forty Lakh Only) for one year, which woulu be

exclusively spent on the specified purpose for which it has been sanctiorred within
the stipulated .i;re.
The grant-in-::id v,.ould be spent as per the approved action plan included in the

MoU and mutually agreed to in consultation between GKS and GECMODASA.
GEC MODASA shall maintain a separzrte interest-bearing bank account for the
funds to be disbursed by GKS. The interest earned on the grant money, would be

reported to GKS and the same will be treated as a credit to GEC MODASA to be

adjusted toq,ards further instalments of the grant.
The amount santtioned during the first instalment will depend on the proposed

and agreed expenci i.t,ure as pt'r the budget plan submitted by GECMODASA.
GEC MODASA shall register itself with Controller General of Accounts (CGA) and

the Conii..troller & Auditor C'leneral of India (CAG) at its discretion shall have the
right to access the books of account for the grant neceived from the Government
under SSIP.

GEC MODASA witl be required to submit CA certified Utilization Certificatrs
(UCs) of the grant at the end of each financial year as well as aL the time of
seeking further instalments of the grant, if any.
Any unspent balance amount sanctioned by GKS would be either adjusted towards
the grants- in-aid payable during the next instalment or refunded to the Govt. of
Gujarat by means of an Account's Payee Demand Draft drawn in favour of

"Gujarat Knowledge Society" payable at Gandhinagar.
Atl the assets acquired or created out ofthe grant will be the property ofthe Govt.
